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Oberammergau is a village in Southern Germany. Every ten years, around
500,000 people come to this small village from all over the world. They come to see the
Passion Play.

The Passion Play is a theater performance that tells the story of the life and death
of *Jesus Christ. We can see the play in many parts of the world. ( a },
the Oberammergau Passion Play is special and different from the others. This event
has been held for almost 400 years.

It began in 1633. The village was suffering from an illness which killed a lot of
people in the area. The people who survived it thanked God and decided that they
would perform the Passion Play every ten years. The first performance was held in
1634 and the villagers have kept their promise since then.

The village people are the actors in the Passion Play. But ( b ). This
is because a lot of people began to move to the village, and the number of villagers
became too large.
